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5E INSTRUCTIONAL MODEL IN INQUIRY-BASED SCIENCE EDUCATION

Abstract

The purpose of the study was to see the effects of the intervention using 5E Instructional Model in
Inquiry-Based Science Education (IBSE) on the topic of Eclipse of the Sun on pupils' understanding and
interest to the topic. The participants of the study were 30 pupils from an elementary school and lessons
were carried out using the 5E Teaching Model with the emphasis on questions posed in each of the phases to
encourage inquiry. Qualitative data of interview and video analysis showed that the lessons were well
received and students’ understanding and interest were also enhanced. A modified 5E Instructional model
was proposed as a suiding framework to help teacher’s better plan and implement their lessons to engage

pupils in the inquiry-based science education.

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ENRICHING LEARNING BEYOND CURRICULUM CONTENT:
LESSONS LEARNT FROM REFLECTIVE WRITING

Chin Chee Keongl, Hairiah Munip, Rohana Mahadzir

Abstract

The purposes of this study were (a) to explore pre-service teachers’ feedback on the different
instructional strategies used throughout a biology course over a period of 15 weeks and (b) to detect what
the pre-service teachers have learnt to benefit their future teaching practice as a result of the instructional

strategies they have experienced.

The participants of this study were 14 pre-service teachers who undertook a biology course in the
first semester of their 4-year degree programme. Reflective writing of these pre-service teachers at the end of

the semester were analysed and coded into different themes.

Analysis of the reflective writings revealed that pre-service teachers highly valued the autonomy in
learning that was accorded to them. They also enjoyed being given the independence to perform scientific
investigation and being taken for a field trip. Pre-service teachers became more inquisitive and critical in their
thinking when they were autonomous in their learning. Team work and assistance from friends were
noticeably important for self-improvement. For the benefit of future teaching practice, pre-service teachers
learnt that they should also provide autonomous learning for their students, carry out outdoor learning as an
effective learning strategy as well as how to a good presentation. It is evident from this study that employing
multiple instructional strategies could enhance pre-service teachers’ interpersonal and intrapersonal qualities

that form the generic skills necessary for them to face the challenges in the teaching profession.

This study aimed to investigate the effects of socioscientificissues based learning (SSIBL) using the ethical
framework by Reiss (2008) on the ability of moral and ethical reasoning science trainee teachers focusing in
the genetic engineering issues. The sample consisted of 38 trainees who are currently enrolled in Bachelor in
Science teaching at Teaching Education Institute in the Northern Zone of Malaysia. The samples took Biology

courses on genetic engineering.

The research design was a qualitative method using observation of oral arguments, review of written
arguments documents and interviews. Overall, the results showed that each trainees use at least one of the
four ethical frameworks developed by Reiss (2008) in their oral and written arguments. In most cases, teacher
trainees expressed their view explicitly as evident in their qualitative feedback.On the other hand, there were
also some trainees who expressed their moral views implicitly. Data also showed that trainee teachers used
moral religious reasoning in terms of faith or confidence in oral and written arguments which is not available
in the ethical framework by Reiss (2008).

The results of this study suggested that the religious ideology of the trainees which are faith or belief can
overcome their personal perception on a particular issue in moral decision making related to socio scientific
issues. These are important factors to consider when developing science education curriculum to enhance

moral values and socioscientific issues values of science teachers in the future.

The objective of this study was to investigate the students’ attitude towards Content-based
instruction (CBI) in an English teacher training class.

THE THAI BORDER WITH MYANMAR

Abstract

The objectives of this study were a) to explore the situation of children with disabilities having
moved or relocated, between Thailand and Myanmar and b) to explore educational transition of children
with disabilities who immigrants along the Thai Border with Myanmar; especially the school age immigrant.

The study utilized a Grounded Theory approach as a research methodology. The data collection
entails 12 interviews with ‘refugee camp’-based experts, advocates, and teachers of children with disabilities
in Thailand. The samples were volunteers who live along the border of Thailand and Myanmar.

Simple descriptive statistics and descriptive analysis are used to describe the data in this study. The
purpose of analyzing data is to obtain useful information about new constructions of selves of children’s with
disabilities in the context of education before, during and after transition to another place, mainly
borderlands as follow this diagram:

Abstract

Once, Seiichi Miyahara, on the basis of understanding of the adult education, pointed out that “two
major conditions to support the development of social education are democracy and technology”. Adult
education and democracy is closely connected to each other. On one side, adult education is
institutionalized under support by social movements for democracy, and on the other side adult education

has the potential to enrich democracy.

Gert Biesta makes a distinction on three dimensions when he discussed the purposes of lifelong
learning, the economical dimension, the democratic dimension, and the personal dimension. Despite the
recognition of the three purposes as the composite nature of lifelong learning, the more recent policy
documents present us with a vision of lifelong learning in which economic dimension have become the driver
of lifelong learning. It presents us instrumental rather than intrinsic value. Arguably, policies on adult

education for community development share the same tendency.

In this paper | would like to emphasize on the importance of democratic dimension. But it is necessary
to explore some important questions. What kind of content about democracy that we would like to
implement through adult education? What is the educational approach to implementing democracy?
Generally speaking, democracy is related to concepts and ideas such as inclusion, consensus through deliberation,
active citizenship. However, they have some problems in relation to democracy. The aim of this paper is to
elucidate these problems. If we do not consider these issues, we could not adequately evaluate our

education praxis, but staying on inconsequential discussion without challenging the supremacy of economy.

As qualitative research, this study incorporated the
following research tools in data collection process: (1) learning log, (2) teacher observation log and (3) in-
depth interview. The major findings of this study included: (1) The participants, through engaging in two socializing
activities—setting their own learning goals and teacher-learner free-writing—obtained the following benefits:

expressing ideas and thoughts; and developing a positive attitude towards learning English as a result of
participation in and enjoyment of the activities (2) The participants constructed explicit knowledge from tacit
knowledge through these socializing activities: telling their classmates about tips in summary writing; telling
their classmates about English learning and practicing tips in Blogs; and producing innovative instructional
materials (3) The explicit knowledge was then combined and organized in the form of written materials of
summary writing tips, how-to-learn English from a Blog, and techniques for English skill practice from in-class
interviewing of guest speakers, and CDs—as products of innovative instructional materials. All these materials
were kept as knowledge assets which could later be made public (4) The participants internalized the explicit
knowledge by applying the information from the above written materials and innovative instructional
materials.

This scientific study aims to examine the relationship between supervisory lecturers with reflective
writing guidance while students undergo practicum. There are four aspects of counseling given in this study
which are aspects of counseling in choosing issues or problems, planning actions, implementing actions and
writing reflections. The sample of this study consisted of 152 PISMP(Bachelor of Teaching Program) students,
Tuanku Bainun Kampus Teacher Education Institute (IPG KTB).

The Pearson statistical test was used to answer the research questions and to test the relevant
hypotheses. The results showed that there was a moderate positive correlation between supervisor
supervision as a whole with the overall Student Reflective Writing Guidance during professional practice
(practice). The instrument used to collect the data is a questionnaire.

The results of the study found that supervisory lecturers had implemented reflective writing guidance
at medium to high (overall mean score, r = 3.00-4.00). But the four constructs studied provide a simple

The student’s
opinion in acknowledging value and esthetic of local wisdom before learning was in average of 3.77 (SD=0.81)
which showed the high level of acknowledgement. The average 4.03 (SD=0.63) after learning was in the high
level of acknowledgement as well.

Abstract

As it is undoubtedly evident among professionals and parents that students differ tremendously in
many circumstances, it is deemed essential to deliver the instruction to meet the specific traits and needs of
the students. In order to achieve this ultimate goal, the researchers constructed a model for the delivery of
the lessons, and experimented it in an inclusive classroom setting. The study constituted 3 phases. Firstly, the
Quantitative Phase, in which the data on the students were collected with reference to their brain functions,
learning styles, multiple intelligence and interests. Secondly, the qualitative Phase, in which a delivery
instructional model was constructed, named A Model for Instructional Delivery of Differentiated Instruction
(MIDDI) and it quality was ascertained by a group discussion. And thirdly the Experiment Phase, which was
also quantitative. The model was put into trial basis at a school in Bangkok, named Senanikom School in
Bangkok, Thailand, which met the qualifications of the schools under investigation. Two grade 5 classes were
chosen and were randomly assigned into an experimental group of 32 students, in science class, and the
other as a control group comprising 35 students. The 5-step Delivery Model was strictly followed. In the
experimental group, the students were put into heterogeneous groups, and then homogeneous groups and
independent study with regards to their brain dominance, learning styles, multiple intelligence and interests.
The control group was taught by the same teacher in regular practices. The comparison of the post test scores
between those of the control group and the experimental group yielded significant different, at the .05 level.
The follow up using qualitative strategy revealed that the students enjoyed the lessons tremendously and
felt very happy in participating in this sciences class activities. It was readily proved that the Model was

effective and was recommended for further applications, generalization and replications.

OF COMMUNITY EDUCATION PROGRAMS TAKEN BY INSPECTORS IN INDONESIA

Abstract

The purposes of the research was to describe strategies and obstacle factors in quality control
development of community education programs taken by inspectors. The population was inspectors of 34
provinces in Indonesia. It used purposive sample and survey research method.
Research fndings: (1) The quality control development strategies often taken by inspectors have been; taking
direct visits to the institutions of the programs (62%), collecting program organizers on one adjacent cluster
(region) (11%), utilizing information and communication technology (9%) and the rest by using many
development strategies such as trainings, workshops, internships and problem solvings (18%); (2) Obstacle
factors of inspectors in taking quality control development have been; limited transportation costs, the
distance between the location of organizers and the office of inspectors, even some of them have been
located in remote, inland areas, low motivation of organizers and teachers to improve the quality of learning
implementation, and (3) Coaching taken by inspectors can improve the numbers of accredited institutions. It
could be shown by such indicators; the number of accredited institutions have been improved, the number
of learners, the acceptance of graduates in the job markets, the number of graduates who has taken
entrepreneurship and the number of graduates who has continued to higher education have also been
improved.
The research recommended that inspectors should have improved the development by using various

strategis to improve the program quality of community education.

The main problem in implementation education is how to guarantee the program quality to reach the
competitiveness of learning process quality, result and impact. Therefore, coaching activities to educators and
education personnels are absolutely needed so there will be consistent in the implementation. One education
program taken in Indonesia is community education program. The coverage of community education includes
early childhood education, literacy education, equivalency education, course and training education, parenting
education and other non-formal education units. Community education program is held by many government
and private institutions. To guarantee the implementation of community education program, inspectors take the
quality control. Inspectors are government employees who are given the authority to take quality control and
impact evaluation of community education program. The coaching activities to educators and education
personnels are one of inspectors’ job so the programs run well based on the education national standard set by
the government. To implement the coaching job, inspectors take some strategies to reach the goals. The
purpose of the research is to describe strategies and obstacle factors to educators and education personnels

as an effort of quality control of community education program.
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Research Approach
The research used mixed approach of quantitative and qualitative research. Quantitative approach
was used to obtain the numerical representation or percentage (%) of the implementation of a coaching
strategy, since the study area included samples from all over Indonesia, which were not possible to be visited
as a whole because of the factors of distribution of respondents' positions, time, cost and labor. So the data
collection was done through the questionnaire. Qualitative approach was done through interviews and
observations to the inspectors in the implementation of tasks in the field or on various meetings and trainings

conducted purposively.

Discussion

The Indonesian government's policies on formal, non-formal and informal education are conducted
in harmony in all areas, in cities and villages, in developed and remote areas, remote and border areas with
neighboring countries, as well as education services in mountain areas and island. The implantation of
education conducted by government, private institutions and individuals. The problems that arise in the
implementation of education, especially community education that includes non-formal and informal
education is how to ensure the quality of education in accordance with education standards established by
the government. The Indonesian government has set eight education standards that all education units must
adhere to: (1) standards of graduate competency, (2) standards of content, (3) standards of education process,
(4) standards of education management, (5) standards of educators and education personnels, (6) standard of
facilities and infrastructure, (7) standards of financing, and (8) standards of education assessment.

To ensure the quality of education, the government has given authority to perform quality control to
conform with education standards set by the government. In formal education, officials who perform the task
of quality control of education at primary and secondary education level are called supervisors, while in
community education (non-formal and informal education) are called inspectors. The number of supervisors
in Indonesia 7,639 people spread over 514 districts / cities and 7,094 sub-districts, so there is only 1 inspector
in a district. Ideally one sub-district should have at least three inspectors, each of them is responsible for the
development of early childhood education programs, equivalency and literacy education programs, and
courses and training education programs (State Regulation of State Apparatus Empowerment and Bureaucracy
Reform No. 14 of 2010). So there is still a shortage of 13,643 inspectors to conduct the development of
community education programs in the effort to perform quality control in accordance with national standards
of education. An inspector has duties in one sub-district, but in some areas the duties include several sub-
districts, as the distribution of the number of inspectors in Indonesia is uneven. Some districts have sufficient
number of inspectors and some are deprived.

Community education program targeted by the inspectors is divided into three areas; a) early
childhood education, b) equivalency and literacy education, ¢) course and training education. The targets of
coaching conducted by the inspectors are educators and education personnels in non-formal and informal
education units, such as Community Learning Activity Centers, Assembly Taklims, Course and Training Centers,
Community Learning Centers, Learning Groups, Play Groups, Day Care Centers, and other non-formal and
informal educational services.

To perform the task of coaching, an inspector is required to have four competencies: (a) managerial
supervision competences, (b) academic supervision competences, (c) education evaluation competences and
(d) professional development competences. Mmanagerial supervision competences is the ability to plan,

implement and evaluate quality control, and carry out the coaching to educators and educational
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personnel’s, as well as the ability to carry out evaluation of the programs impacts for the highest level of
inspectors. Academic competences relate to curriculum, teaching materials, learning strategies, recognize
learners and ways to motivate learners to be active in learning activities. Evaluation of education
competences relate to the mastery of concepts, procedures, methods, techniques and implementation of
education evaluation. While the professional development competences relate to the ability of overseers in
developing thinking in the form of writing such as conducting research, preparation of teaching materials,
props, suidelines, and creativity in achieving the achievement of community education.

Research fndings on the quality control development strategies of community education conducted
by inspectors; Firstly, the quality control development strategies often taken by inspectors have been; taking
direct visits to the institutions of the programs (62%), collecting program organizers on one adjacent cluster
(region) (11%), utilizing information and communication technology (9%) and the rest by using many
development strategies such as trainings, workshops, internships and problem solvings (18%). The data
showed that inspectors generally used conventional strategies and methods through field visits, observations
and document checking. The coaching conducted directly to the field by inspectors according to my
observations have not done in a patterned, and systematic ways. They have less optimized the development
of information technology and communications. The evaluation of the impact of coaching has yet to show
measurable and accurate results. Some scholars stated that if a program in its implementation is not done
monitoring, supervision, guidance and assessment, then the result is less than the maximum and lack the
expected quality.

Secondly, Obstacle factors in conducting quality control development included limited
transportation costs, the distance between the location of organizers and the office of inspectors, even some
of them have been located in remote, inland areas, low motivation of organizers and teachers to improve the
quality of learning implementation, even in some remote areas, and inland, the low motivation of the
organizers and educators to improve the quality of organizing and learning, and the low local government
support for community education programs. Indonesia which has a vast territory, with different geographical
locations, land, inland, coast and islands is a hindrance to the overseer in conducting coaching. In addition,
the number of tribes, customs and local languages becomes another obstacle factor for the overseer,
especially if the overseer in charge is not from the area concerned, thus requiring adequate adaptation time
process.

Thirdly, The inspectors coaching in some areas and locations that | observed can improve the quality of
community education programs with indicators of the increasing number of accredited institutions. This was
supported by the hard work of the National Accreditation Board for Early Childhood and Non-formal
Education at Provincial and National level to accredit institutions with government funding sources. In
addition, coaching by the inspectors indirectly increases community confidence in community education
programs, which had implications for the increase in the number of students, and the acceptance of
graduates in the job markets, the number of graduates who has taken entrepreneurship and the number of
graduates who has continued to higher education have also been improved. Although coaching activities
conducted by inspectors in the effort to control the quality of public education programs have not been

optimal, but in some cases have had a positive impact on efforts to educate and prosper the community.

Conclusion and Recommendation
The conclusion of this research was the inspectors’ strategies in supervising the quality of community

education programs in general still in conventional ways, this was because of various obstacles in the field,
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such as transportation distance to place location of the program, lack of support of local government policy,
limited budgets of coaching, low public support, lack of respect for wages and professions of educators and
education personnel, and lack of motivation and militancy of educators and education personnels in
performing their duties. The research recommendation was for the inspectors to increase the coaching by
using various strategies to improve the quality of community education programs by seeking new ways to

overcome various obstacles in the execution of tasks.

Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: 1) create an instructional model for the development of
critical English speaking abilities; 2) and to evaluate the effectiveness of the instructional model. The research
process employed the ADDIE Model by Kevin Cruise, which included the following five steps: The first step
was Analyze: A (preliminary data analysis); the second step was Design: D (instructional model design); the
third step was Development: D; the fourth step was implementation and the fifth step was evaluation. The
sample group consisted of thirty tenth grade students in the first semester of the 2017 academic year at
Prasarnmit Secondary Demonstration School. The participants were selected through Cluster Random Sampling by
selecting a single classroom. The duration of the experiment was twelve weeks for three hours a week and
thirty-six hours in total with the One Group Pretest-Posttest Design. The two weeks were used for the pretest
and posttest and the learning process took two weeks. The research instruments consisted of ten lesson
plans and a critical English speaking ability test. The data were analyzed using descriptive statistics, including
mean, standard deviation, a t-test for dependent samples and content analysis. The results of this research
showed that the instructional model to develop critical English speaking ability among upper secondary

school students consisted of five elements. They included the following: (1) principles; (2) the objective; (3)
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learning content; (4) a five - step learning process, 1) triggering interest in  thinking T; 2) rendering language
input R; 3) activating thinking A ; 4) crystallizing new ideas C; 5) encapsulating and reflecting E; and (5)
Evaluation. The effectiveness of the instructional model indicated that after using this instructional model,
the critical English speaking abilities of the students were higher than before using the instructional model at
a .01 level of statistical significance and the level of the satisfaction among the students regarding learning
management based on the instructional model was at the highest level.
